Check out this new tool, Google Translate — you’lbe glad you did!!

| just discovered a tool that you might all be interested in trying for yourself. However, let me tell you a short story first.
When | was young, my mother and grandmother made rommegrot for our family on holidays. In preparation, we went
from our home in Chicago to visit an uncle who lived in Wisconsin. The key ingredient could not be found in Illinois at
the time. While there we purchased six to eight quart bottles of heavy whipping cream from a roadside farm stand. My
mother shared these among the several relations living in Chicago at the time. My mother would rise early, usually on a
Saturday, to start preparing the pudding, she would start with the heavy whipping cream by pouring it into a large Dutch
oven, on a very low heat would stir carefully for five to six hours until the cream was separated into a brown curd and a
clear yellowish oil. She carefully removed the brown curd and some of the yellowish oil. To the remainder, she added
flour salt, more cream and other ingredients stirring carefully for some time. The mixture was spooned into many
smaller bowls to set. Just prior to serving, the brown curd and yellow oil was spooned into dimples made with a tea-
spoon on top of the pudding base. A sprinkling of sugar and cinnamon followed. Delicious!!

If you are still with me, you are wondering what all this has to do with a computer tool that you might want to investigate
for yourself, stay with me. Recently | came across several packages of Rommegrot and thought | would mix up a batch
and enjoy. | did not notice the instructions were in Norwegian, and as a non-speaker, | could not figure out what |
needed to do to make this pudding.

Enter Google and the Internet. The tool | am referring to is Google Translate and is available for you to use, FREE. It
is just one of many free Google tools that you may use. All you need to do is type or copy text into the Google Translate
window and you will hear clicking as the tool translates your Norwegian into English or any of the many languages avail-
able. Check it out, you will be happy you did. Also, for those native speakers, check out a few sample translations and
see how accurately Google translate works on your practice text. If Google translate goofs, you can input the correct
translation and submit it to Google who will incorporate your input into it's product to benefit the millions of non-speakers
such as myself with future translations.
